Charter of the Comité Européen de Coordination (CEC)

1. As partners the CEC has organisations which according to Article 3 of the statutes of the CEC mainly have missions at the regional level:

· Social and professional integration and the fight against exclusion

· The integration of the disabled into the society
· Equal opportunities

· Training and Life-Long Learning
· Sustainable development

· The promotion and the dissemination of best practices, information and training with CEC partners

· The development of European integration 

2. The initiatives put into place by the different partners of the CEC feature two specific fields of activity:

· The partners of the CEC are involved in being part of a European network that allows them to exchange experiences and good practices, either within the scope of European programmes or at demonstrations organised by the CEC.

· Some partners develop a socioprofessional integration action of disadvantaged public audiences by placing themselves in a perspective of social and joint economy that creates jobs for those concerned in order to ensure the life span of the action taken. They would like to develop common actions within the scope of the CEC, which will be carried out together with the socio-economic environment or with the regional authorities concerned.

3. In its action the CEC combines this double approach, which meets the specificity of its members who are all attached to the development of European integration.

The services proposed by the CEC to its partners, (information, contacts, participation in community programmes) are obviously of the same nature and importance no matter the nature of the initiatives. 

4. The CEC also develops the principles of multiculturalism. It should intervene mainly in the field of education and Life-Long Learning.

5. On the basis of this multiculturalism, to allow members of the CEC to share their points of view on the richness of their cultural diversity and national practical experiences, which would deepen the feeling of a European identity founded on common values (solidarity, respect for others, freedom of opinion, ethical values), founding of a European citizenship, taking into account the principles retained by the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union.
